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                      Graham Nicholson was born in Warwick in the middle of England in 1949. He grew up in a village in the South of England called Uckfield in Sussex where he joined the village brass band, sang in the church choir and learned piano from an early age. He studied music at Sussex University and as a postgraduate in musicology at Kings College, London whilst simultaneously studying the modern trumpet under Horace Barker at the Guildhall, London. Subsequently he chose to specialise in the study of the baroque trumpet at the Schola Cantorem in Basle, Switzerland under the tutorship of Edward H Tarr.
                        In the ensuing 20 years since finishing his study he has played with most of the leading ensembles in early music in Europe.  Amongst them La Petite Bande where he has played now since 1990, the Orchestra of the 18th Century, Hesperion XX, Les Arts Florissants, Concerto Koln, Le Concert Spirituel, Les Musiciens du Louvres, Akademie Alte Musik Berlin, Musicalische Compagnie Berlin, Freiburger Baroque, Balthasar Neumann Ensemble, Collegium Aureum, to name but a few. Amongst his most rewarding musical experiences have been his tours to Japan to play with the Bach Collegium, Japan, where he counts several of his colleagues as long-standing friends, notably the Suzuki brothers.
                          He is also seriously involved with building brass instruments in order to facilitate a higher musical quality and standard of professionalism, building trumpets and horns and trombones for his professional colleagues all over the world.
